THIRTEENTH SUNDAY IN 

ORDINARY TIME 

 

Two for One  
 

Today we get a bonus heal-
ing in the gospel (long ver-
sion):  on the way to cure 
one person, Jesus heals 

another.  I think Mark structured the passage 
this way, not for dramatic impact, but because 
the two healings have something in common. 

The woman in the middle passage ap-
proached Jesus with fear when he asked, ñWho 
touched me?ò  She feared rejection because 
she was unclean and thought she had no busi-
ness coming to Jesus.  That is why Jesus asks 
the question.  He does not want to embarrass 
the woman.  Rather, he wants to meet her to tell 
her that she was cured and let her know that 
she no longer is unclean.  He acknowledges her 
faith as if to say, ñYou were cured not because 
you touched my magic hem, but because you 
believed in me.ò  He has no magic.  Magic im-
plies control:  By doing a certain action, you 
control Jesusô healing power.  Faith implies trust 
that Jesus, who is free to cure or not, will grant 
what you need. 

Jairus was also fearful--for his daughterôs 
life.  He may have had a secondary fear, that he 
would lose his standing in the community, and 
even his job in the synagogue, by asking Jesus 
for help.  But he set aside that fear to save his 
daughter.  And Jesus knows all this, hence he 
tells the man to have faith, not fear.   

So he gives both of them a two-for-one:  
He not only cures, he also frees them from fear.  
He heals body and spirit.  Sometimes we may 
have those fears.  We may fear that we are un-
worthy to ask the Lord for help.  Or we may 
think that we should be strong enough to help 
ourselvesðthe fear of looking weak.  Thatôs 
why faith in Jesus is so important.  We not only 
believe that he can help, but that he cares 
enough to help.  And Jesus cares more than we 
realize.  He knows what we need and gives 
even more than we expect.  Jesus even cared 
enough for the girl to make sure she got some-
thing to eat.  As our faith replaces fear, we get 
to know Jesus better, and to know how much he 
cares for us.
