Stewardship Food for Thought

This excerpt is from Mr. Dave Bar. Each of us
has the ability to be the catalyst for spiritual change in
our families and in our parish communities.

If we want holy, joy-filled families, parishes,
and communities, then you and I have to be the start -
the silver bullet - for others to see and be invited to the
path of holiness.
