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FR. JOHN’S DIGITAL QUILL FOR SPIRITUAL MUSINGS AND PARISH NEWS 
Rapture?  
From the Gospel of St. Matthew 24:40-41 
Two men will be out in the field; one will be taken, and 
one will be left. Two women will be grinding at the mill; 
one will be taken, and one will be left. 
 
 One popular take on this Gospel passage and 
ones like it is to see this as “the rapture.” The rapture is 
an event that the Bible supposedly prophesies where the 
Lord will take the just to heaven. Those who are left be-
hind on earth will suffer many calamities due to their 
sins and opposition of the just. This idea was the premise 
behind the famous “Left Behind” book series that for 
awhile was very popular.  
 Rapture, for its claim of being a Biblical idea, 
did not come into being until the 1800s. John Nelson 
Darby, an Anglican priest in Ireland, was the one who 
first proposed it. He began his service as a priest in rural 
Ireland and quit after parishioners were forced to swear 
an oath that the King of England was the true King of 
Ireland. Returning to Dublin, he studied with a group of 
companions. Their theology gradually diverged from the 
Anglican church that they all eventually left. Without a 
church to preach in, Darby wrote a book and began a 
book tour. His ideas were rejected in Ireland and Eng-
land, but they were well received in Canada and in the 
United States, among other places. 
 The Catholic Church rejects the idea of rapture. 
The faith as received from the Apostles is clear: we look 
for a second coming of Christ where He will gather us 
all for the general judgement. There has never been an 
understanding from scripture or tradition that Christ will 
return, take some to Heaven, and then come back to 
judge.  
 
Feast of the Immaculate Conception 
 This Feast Day of Mary is important to us for a 
couple of different reasons. This unique grace given to 
Mary, to be conceived free from original sin, allows her 
to become Jesus’ mother. It is also important to us here 
in the United States because this Feast Day celebrates 
the patroness of our nation.  
 Almost always then, this day is a Holy Day of 
Obligation...except this year. December 8 falls on a Sun-
day, meaning the Second Sunday of Advent trumps the 
Feast of the Immaculate Conception. While the feast day 
transfers to tomorrow, Monday, December 9, the obliga-
tion to attend Mass does not transfer. 
 We do encourage you, however, to join us on 
Monday for this special feast by celebrating at our regu-
lar Mass times of 7:00am and 8:00am.
