Preview of 2020 Lenten Project

We are 10 days away from the start of the
Lenten Season!

This year, we will go with a more traditional
Lenten project. The benefactor for our effort will be
our sister parish in North City, Most Holy Trinity.

We will help the parish in a couple of ways
this Lent. First, we will offer the opportunity through-
out Lent for any SRA parishioner who would like to
make a sacrificial gift of treasure to Most Holy Trini-
ty. Our goal is to raise at least $1,000 to assist the par-
ish to put a new lighting system in a small Mass chap-
el at the parish. Any monies raised above this amount
will go to further the parish mission.

The other way we will assist is through a work
day on Saturday, March 14. From 9:00am-Noon, we
will help to clean up some of the interior and exterior
spaces of the property. More details about what is re-
quired and how to sign up will be coming soon.

Other Lenten Activities

On Ash Wednesday, due to a special event in
the school, we will have a 1:45pm Mass for our
school children as well as for anyone else who would
like to attend. Our Mass schedule will be 7:00am,
8:00am, 1:45pm, and 7:00pm on Ash Wednesday.

Beginning the next day and for the other
Thursdays of Lent, we will have our long-awaited
class on the Psalms. This will be held in the Raphael
Room from 7:00 - 8:00pm each Thursday of Lent and
will explore the spirituality and types of Psalms.

On the Fridays of Lent, we will have two dif-
ferent offerings of the Stations of the Cross. Adult
Stations of the Cross will be at noon, except for
March 6 and April 3 when they will be at 7:00pm due

to the Fish Fry. Stations of the Cross for our lower
grades will be at 12:35pm and for our upper grades at
2:00pm on Fridays, when school is in session.

On the Tuesdays of Lent, we will have a spe-
cial Mass in the evening. Before Mass, we will have
confessions from 6:15-6:45pm with Mass at 7:00pm.
This Mass, of course, comes with a 27.5 minute guar-
antee! Following Mass, we will have a time of song,
reflection, and prayer concluding around 7:50pm.

We will also have a Mass for the Anointing of
the Sick on Saturday, March 14, at 10:00am. Our Par-
ish Penance Service will be similar in style to what
we had in Advent on Sunday, April 5, from 3:00-
6:00pm.
