Reflecting on our Gospel for this Sunday, we
may feel a bit like the Prodigal Son. It may be so long
since we have been to confession or we may have done
something that it’s best not to talk about, but just to
move forward. The Father, as we hear in the parable to-
day, yearns for us to come home. He is waiting for us. If
it has been awhile, do not worry. If you have something
to say that is challenging, the priests who will be here
and I understand! Do not let these reasons prevent you
from receiving the forgiveness you desire in your heart.

Perhaps you feel a bit embittered right now. Per-
haps it is due to anger or lack of forgiveness, feeling that
life is unfair, or questioning God and His plan for your
life. Confession is a great time to put those things out
there just as the older son finally did to hear the re-
sponse of the Father.

Maybe you even feel like the Father, desiring to
extend forgiveness to another or to forgive yourself.
Confession is a great marker in this process as well.

Wherever you are in this story, I encourage you
to take time this Lent to receive the Sacrament of Con-
fession. If not this Thursday, then at another time we
offer confession or at a neighboring parish.
