Summer Announcements 
 As we prepare for summer, there are a couple 
of announcements that I would like to make.  
 First, I am pleased to announce that St. Raph-
ael the Archangel will be hosting a seminarian this 
summer.  Mr. Christopher Kennebeck, who is cur-
rently completing his sophomore year in College at 
Kenrick-Glennon Seminary, will be staying at the 
rectory. He will be joining us many mornings for the 
7:00am Mass and be around on the weekends as well. 
He will be moving in around Memorial Day. Wel-
come, Christopher! 
 Second, as some of you know, I am celebrat-
ing later this month my 10-year anniversary as a 
priest. In these 10 years, I have been assigned to four 
parishes and have spent five years as an associate and 
am finishing my fifth as a pastor, which includes my 
first here at St. Raphael.  
 For several months, I have been discerning 
making a 30-day retreat this summer. After prayer 
and discussion with my spiritual director and discus-

sion with the Archbishop and the Vicar for Priests, I 
have been granted a short sabbatical for this purpose.  
 Practically speaking, this means that I will be 
away from June 23 to July 29. During this time, I will 
be in Omaha, Nebraska, making the Spiritual Exercis-
es of St. Ignatius of Loyola. This is a program of 30 
days of silence with four hours of prayer per day.  
 Msgr. Stehly has graciously agreed to cele-
brate the Masses while I am away, in addition to his 
other duties in the Archdiocese. I am grateful to him 
and to all of the staff here at St. Raphael who will be 
stepping up a bit this summer so I can take advantage 
of this opportunity.  
 I also want to apologize for any inconven-
ience that may be caused by my being away for so 
long. Know that I am willing to do whatever I can 
before or after the time of retreat to minimize the dis-
ruption; please contact me if I can do anything for 
your group or family.  
 This retreat will help me to know Christ better 
and also myself. These lessons, among others, will 
help me to be a better person and priest for each pa-
rishioner here at St. Raphael the Archangel. I thank 
you for your understanding and generosity in allow-
ing me this time with the Lord so I can better share 
Him with you.
