Having Holy Mass Olffered for Your Intentions

Each weekend at Mass, I see people eagerly
pick up their bulletin and peruse it. One weekly con-
stant you may see in the bulletin are the Mass Inten-
tions.

The Mass benefits those who attend that par-
ticular Mass. It also benefits the entire parish and the
Church as a whole as well. There is also a particular
grace that is obtained and can be applied to a specific
person or intention. The Mass intention tells the priest
who or what to keep in mind in prayer during the
Mass.

Pope St. Paul VI reminded us that, “The Mass
is the most perfect form of prayer”! Having a Mass
offered, then, for a person or for an intention means
that we are asking God for much grace to come upon
that intention. We know in faith and trust that God
will hear and answer such a fervent prayer offered by
His children.

While many Masses are offered for someone
who has died, I remember a quote that impacted me
greatly. It said that it is good to have Mass offered for
someone who has died. How much better, though, to
have Mass offered for someone who is alive and who
can grow holier from the blessings of Mass.

Having a Mass offered, then, is a touching
gesture. It invokes God’s blessing upon a person and
promotes growth in love of God.

Monsignor and I keep a copy of the Mass in-
tentions in the sacristy where we vest and we initial
the Mass we offer each day. It is our system here to
ensure we do pray for and remember these intentions
at Mass.

If you are interested in having a Mass offered,
please contact the parish office or stop by during the
times the parish office is open. There is an offering of
$10 for a Mass, but requesting a Mass is not contin-
gent on the offering. If you want a Mass said and can-
not make an offering, please write me and we will
make sure that your request is granted.
