Praying for Healing for Our Suffering Church 
 This week marked the month anniversary since 
the release of the names by the Archdiocese of clergy 
with substantiated allegations of abuse. We continue to  

pray for the victims of these crimes, for our parish com-
munity, for our Archdiocese, and indeed for the entire 
Church.  Beginning this week, we have two opportuni-
ties coming up to pray for and discuss these wounds in 
the Church.  
 The first will be on Friday, September 6. As nor-
mal, we will have a time of Adoration after 7:00am 
Mass until 2:00pm. At 2:00pm, instead of having Bene-
diction of the Blessed Sacrament, we will gather to pray 
a Chaplet of Divine Mercy, asking God's healing grace 
to fall upon our Church. Adoration will then continue in 
church until 7:00pm. At 7:00pm, I invite our entire com-
munity to gather to pray a Rosary of Reparation and a 
Litany of Healing and Renewal for our Church. At the 
end of this time, there will be Benediction and our time 
of prayer will conclude.  
 Since the time of Adoration will be longer than 
usual on September 6, we will need additional people to 
pray before the Lord. There is a signup list in the 
Jamieson vestibule this weekend for those who have not 
had a chance yet to signup for a time of Adoration. Even 
if the time you would like to come to pray is full, please 
come anyway and spend that time in prayer. 
 The other opportunity will be on Tuesday, Sep-
tember 10. A group of parishioners will be leading a dis-
cussion on Bishop Robert Barron's Letter to a Suffering 
Church. This discussion will be in the cafeteria begin-
ning at 7:30pm. Neither Msgr. Stehly nor I will be pre-
sent at this gathering. I pray this will be a time of good 
conversation, prayer, and movement towards action.  
 May Mary, our Sorrowful Mother, continue to be 
with us as we pray with those who weep and look with 
hope toward the future.
